The Dairy Exam will begin first at 9:30am followed by the 6 placing classes, 2 linear classes and the pedigree selection.  The questions will be asked in the class immediately after the questions class.  Calculators will not be provided.  All TI calculators must have cleared memory.  If TI calculators are used, submit to adult leader to ensure cleared memory.  There will no talking, cell phones use during the entire event.  Failure to follow instructions & rules may result in disqualification.  Classes will be evaluated and critiqued by the official judge upon completion of the contest.  Scoring will be done on-site with awards following.
